1. The meeting was called to order at 5:35 p.m.  Members present:  Cynthia Albright, David Bald, Jeannine Cowart, Susan Shivers.  Members absent:  Sue Khalaieff, Ernie Mahaffey, Angela Pool.  Ex-officio member present:  Sue Gibbons.

2. Minutes of the July meeting were approved.  Susan moved; Jeannine seconded.

3. Treasurer’s report:  Cynthia reported for Angela that there is $1680 in the treasury from the fund raiser; we also anticipate using at least part of our $500 SPAC budget to defray costs of the Croissy delegation visit.

4. Websites – the “.org” website will be kept current by paying the $20 renewal fee.  It will eventually be rolled over into the SPAC portion of the City of Geneva website.

5. Croissy delegation visit – Artist Reception and Water Street:  Cynthia and Jeannine reported that Water Street will now be the primary site for the exhibit of art by the Croissy artists, with Gallery 28 still hosting a reception Tuesday night—one piece of art by each visiting artist will be on display at that reception, with the other pieces being hung at Water Street Gallery Tuesday through Thursday.  Wildwood is donating wine for the Tuesday night reception.  Accommodations/Transport – David reported that, as of now, all of the delegation will be coming in on the same flight at 12:30 on Monday, with the exception of four people who will be arriving a few days before and coming out to Geneva by Metra on Monday afternoon.  For the day activities, Ernie has managed to procure a school bus, which will pick up at Graham’s 318 on Tuesday, Wednesday, and Thursday morning.  Reception/Barbeque/Gala:  Cynthia reported that Roquette Industries, a local French company, will underwrite the cost of wine at the gala, which will be provided by Wildwood.  The cost of a ticket will be set at $60.  Budget for both the Monday night reception at Cynthia’s and the barbeque at Angela’s Wedneday night has been estimated at $500 (each).  Gifts:  Jeannine moved, David seconded, that we disburse $120 from the SPAC budget to buy 175 year City of Geneva medallions for our guests.  The motion passed unanimously.  Publicity:  Jeannine and Sue K. have designed flyers, both a full and a 175 word version.  David will send those out via email.  Invitations to the gala will be sent out later, via E-Invite.

6. Delegation to Croissy (2011) – Cynthia will let Karin DeMarco know that May would seem to be the best time for us to come.

7. Protocol for visitors to Croissy – we would hope that any Genevan looking to visit Croissy clear the visit with our committee first.
